The Donald Price Facility was
constructed in 1929 and opened
in 1932. It was originally
designed and first used to house
youthful offenders. The
building closed in 1992 when
the John J. Moran Medium
Security Facility was built and
was reopened as the Donald
Price Medium Security Facility

for sentenced males in 1997. It is named for Correctional Officer
Donald Price, killed in the line of duty in 1973.
